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Rosemary Grant: 1952 - 1007

It is with great sorrow and shock that we have to inform you of the tragic death of Rosemary Grant in a car accident on 10 December 2007.   Born in 1952 Rosemary was the youngest daughter of Hugh & Grace Clifford and sister of Ann Steele.   She was passionate about Badminton, Tennis and Motorsport.   She married David Grant in 1974 and their daughter Claire was born in 1979.   She was a familiar face around the FJ paddock with husband David and his green Elva 100 in late 70’s and 80’s.  In about 1989 David bought a McNamara Formula Ford for Rosemary to have a go and she competed in sprints and hill climbs plus HSCC FF races from 1991 to 1996.   After this she concentrated more on Badminton and Tennis including visits to Wimbledon and on the last occasion in 2006 she and a friend were entertained chez Rabagliati (a totally new experience!!).   The McNamara was sold this year and they replaced it with an MG Midget which was to be used in sprints in 2008.   On the night she died she was returning home from a Badminton Cup match in which she had won all her games when she lost control on an icy road and was killed instantly.  Our deepest sympathies go to David, Claire and family.   The funeral took place on 19 December 2007 at Brookhouse Church followed by cremation. 

2008 FINAL FORMULA JUNIOR CALENDAR – Category by Category…
The Golden Jubilee started in the most magnificent way in New Zealand , with blazing sunshine, great camaraderie amongst nations, and a 40 car contingent. We move to Australia in a week, with an even bigger field forecast for Philip Island. Elsewhere the plans are already in place for great celebrations at Monza , with exhibitions and a Grand Dinner as well as two grids .Three separate grids at Brands hatch , and full hospitality, and we will be inviting both Period FJ drivers as well as retired “ historics” from the 70s to date , so please let Sarah have suggested names AND contact details , where known. After a tented exhibition , festivities , and , again, two grids, at the wonderful Old Timer Grand Prix , we move immediately to Monterey , where Steve Earle is making Formula Junior the feature of the meeting .. with three grids. We ship the cars across the States to Lime Rock , with a final US race at the Zippo Grand Prix at Watkins Glen. Then , after the FIA Lurani Trophy has finished at Paul Ricard , we end the great Jubilee Year with a Grand Finale in South Africa 
For the FIA Lurani Trophy, we have two new events in UK, with the Silverstone Classic , with two races , and the new Autumn HSCC Historic event at Donington Park

The “ Millers” Oils FJHRA/HSCC Championship heads for a bumper Year. As I write this , with entries not yet closed, there are 31 applicants for only 24 slots at Mallory Park, and the first Donington Park race is nearly full too. Entries are flooding in for Thruxton ; DO remember to fit an effective silencer for this one

The Silverstone International meeting is non-points scoring , because of the clash with Monaco, but a full grid for this popular meeting is still expected, even though the Monaco grid closed with 47  accepted applicants for the 30 places for final selection: sadly, there will be some big disappointments when the ACM make their choice  : for this one , it pays to reside in the Principality !!
With Cadwell Park, only a small grid , the BRSCC front engined only race at Silverstone on the Saturday is the points scorer for classes A and B, and the same applies for the first day of the Snetterton meeting , where the “See Red” VSCC meeting at Donington Park scores front engined points , but if they can make it to Snetterton for the Sunday , it will be points for all at Snetterton that day

Although the VSCC front engined race at Oulton Park clashes with our one only overseas Championship race At Spa , Spa will count for ALL classes, and Oulton Park will be a front engined series event only . for this meeting , it will also be a challenge race against 2 litre F2 and 1.5 litre F2 classes from the 50s , so that should be VERY entertaining

The CSCC “ Junior Junior” series  gets into full swing at Snetterton on April 5th, and there will be added grid pressure at this one , as the 500s are to join us for their second race, so don’t miss out here , especially ahead of the first ever chance for FJs to race at Rockingham on June 7th, where we will join the Monoposto Club, the founding fathers of Historic Formula Junior, for THEIR Golden Jubilee celebrations on the Sunday . We do want to bring out , even as a running exhibit , any of the Monoposto Formula cars pre 1966 that are part of our Class G3
Goodwood will soon be upon us too, and the first selection has already taken place for FJs , and the 500s are there too. We have tried to offer for selection some of our faithful FJ drivers who have not had their chance there before, which will inevitably mean others will be taking their turn for a rest this year

Of the street circuits, the wonderful time warp of Pau, will be soon upon us , Copenhagen will run again , Angouleme , although it clashes with Goodwood , is for Formula junior , with front engined cars this year , although a few early rear engined cars may be accepted for the final places : only 16 can run on this original street circuit. Although not confirmed , the heavy calendar seems to have sidelined the Villa Real plans for this year

CLASS STRUCTURE

Class A.
Front-engined Formula Junior cars fitted with Fiat or Lancia engines and built and raced before 31.12.1960 (FIA Category FJ/1).

Class B.
Front-engined Formula Junior cars built to race before 31.12.1960 (except cars falling within Class A).  (FIA Category FJ/1-F).

Class C
Rear-engined Formula Junior cars built and raced ( or officially entered to race) before 31.12.1960  (FIA Category FJ/1-R)

Class D   
Rear-engined and front-engined Formula Junior cars built and raced between 01.01.1961 and 31.12.1963 (FIA Category FJ/2),and fitted with drum brakes on all four wheels, as original specification

Class E
Rear-engined and front-engined Formula Junior cars built and raced between 01.01.1961 and 31.12.1963 (FIA Category FJ/2), and fitted with a disc brake or brakes.

Class F.
Formula 3 500cc cars built and raced prior to 31st December 1962 (FIA Category F3/1).

BY INVITATION ONLY, cars which in the absolute discretion of the Championship Committee are deemed to be within the spirit of Formula Junior, to have a high standard of presentation and construction and which comply with one of the following criteria:-

Class G1.
Non-series production Formula 3 1000 cc cars built and raced between 01.01.1964 and 31.12.1965 (e.g. Barnett, Greenwood, Belgica).

Class G2.
Non‑series production single‑seater open wheel Formula 2 1.5 litre cars built and raced between 01.02.1956 and 31.12.1960 (e.g. Smith, Fry, Lister, Laystall, Lola‑Smith).

Class G3.
Single-seater racing cars which were built to the rules of the Monoposto Register and which competed in that specification in races run to the Monoposto Formula (Class A and Class B) between 1st January 1958 and 31st December 1965.

Class G4.
Single-seater racing cars fitted with the Ford 1172 engine built and raced to that specification between 01.01.1958 and 31.12.1963 in races for the 1172 Ford Championship of Ireland.

Class G5.
Rear‑engined single seater racing cars fitted with V.twin motorcycle engines greater than 900cc and less than 1100cc unsupercharged built and raced to that specification in races between 01.01.1947 and 31.12.1958 (e.g. Cooper, Kieft, C.F.S.)

Class G6.
Single seater racing cars not exceeding 250cc built and raced to that specification between 01.01.1954 and 31.12.1962 to the rules of the 250 Motor Racing Club.

Class G7.
Racing cars built and raced between 01.01.1963 and 31.12.1969 to the specification of R.A.C. Formula 4 (up to 250cc) and Formula 4/2 (up to 650cc) [NOT Formula 4/4 - 875 cc Imp engines].

Class G8.
D.B. Monomil single seater racing cars.

Class G9.
Cisitalia D.46 Single Seater racing cars

Class G10.
Single seater racing cars greater than 500cc and not exceeding 1100cc [except USA-1300cc] unsupercharged built to a recognised National Formula in USA, Canada, Italy, Germany, Morocco or France and raced to that specification between 01.01.1946 and 31.12.1964

Class G11.
Lotus 20 racing cars with bodies converted by Jim Russell for use in the film “Grand Prix” but otherwise complying with the specification of Formula Junior (FIA category FJ/2) 

Class H
Single seater racing cars not covered by classes A to G (which may include series production FIA Formula 3 1000cc cars built between 1964 and 1970) which in the opinion of the championship committee should be invited to participate in any one particular race.

Race Reports;

Pukekohe, NZ 
Cracking start to Formula Junior Golden Jubilee

It was an amazing 39 car Formula Junior field that gathered at the Pukekohe Grand Prix track for the start of the fourteen month Formula Junior Golden Jubilee, and Round 1 of the Golden Jubilee Series. Cars and drivers from four Australian states, USA, Denmark and both Scotland and England joined the 16 strong New Zealand Juniors in glorious sunshine, three rear engined Gemini Mk 3As together for the first time since 1961being but one example of the exciting turnout

John Chisholm set the early pace in his Gemini , by a 0.3 s from Anglo-Australian Jonathan Williamson, son of Race Retro organiser, Ian Williamson, in his Lotus 22 ; the only one in the field !! Race one saw Chisholm ahead, till the drum brakes started to fade , while Williamson was ready to pounce just after half distance , and Australian Peter Strauss ( Brabham BT6), benefiting from his two recent European seasons , dropping Chisholm to third by the flag. Both Chisholm , and American , Ned Spieker (also BT6 mounted), were judged to have jumped the second start,so Chisholm's 10 second penalty deprived him of victory , in a race interrupted by the safety car when Christchurch's Len May took to the grass going three abreast into the straight in his early T52 Cooper, before becoming the only Junior casualty against the armco, leaving Williamson the winner from Strauss and John Rapley's BT2/6 Brabham, once driven by Great Train Robber Roy" the Weasel" James

The third and final race saw Chisholm out after only three laps with fallen oil pressure, but a tremendous dice between Williamson and Strauss, with the latter victorious this time by 0.2s, from Spieker , Rapley and the popular Bob Birrell, who had done so much in organising the UK cars on their journey to NZ. Jonathan, however, took a well deserved overall victory from Strauss and Spieker, with Queenslander, Don Thallon in his T56 Cooper the drum braked class winner, and Clive Wilson in his beautiful blue Lola Mk 2 the front engined victor. Series organiser, Duncan Rabagliati, had a magic guest drive in a little Cooper Mk 8, kindly provided by longtime Pukekohe Clerk of the Course, Colin Waite. The cars now head to Taupo for next weekend

Taupo, NZ
Hard on the heels of the A1 Grand Prix cars, the Formula Junior Golden Jubilee celebrations and the containers so kindly transported by Calven Bonney arrived at the new Taupo track in glorious sunshine, and much frantic work on several cars , not least John Chisholm's Gemini 3A, with a complete engine rebuild in the three days., and the beautiful ex --Fitzwilliam Team Lola Mk 2 of Reger Herrick finally completed for its first race for 40 years, having lain unknown in the back of a German museum all this time. Practice saw Australian Peter Strauss [BT6], only marginally ahead of the revelation of the series, Peter Anstiss from Preston, Lancs ,in his Lotus 20/22, with Jonathan Williamson [22], Ned Spieker [BT6], and popular Queenslander, Don Thallon in his T56 Cooper . Chisholm's efforts, sadly, came to nought , even on his out lap

Race one had Spieker and Strauss, leaping the lights again, with Anstiss unwittingly caught out too, but it was a great battle on the road, with Graham Brown [BT2] employing all power and bravado on the last lap to nip ahead of Spieker and Anstiss, but with their penalty, it was an incredible second spot for Jac Nelleman from Denmark in the underpowered NOTA, right behind, with Don Thallon third

Race two saw Jac Nelleman leading for the first three laps, despite leaping across the chicane after some contact with an equally stirred Roger Ealand [ 18]. Ultimately the power of the BT6 saw Spieker ahead on lap 4, but Nelleman was right behind till the suspension broke at the hairpin on the last lap , leaving Graham Brown behind Spieker, and Jonathan Williamson a more distant third

Race three was the most exciting battle for the lead that Formula Junior has seen for a very long time. Nelleman could not , sadly , be repaired, so Spieker led Jonathan Williamson from the lights , but Anstiss was up to second by lap two , and poised !! Behind in a train, lap after lap, were Australian FJ coordinator,David Reid [T 59 Cooper], John Rapley [BT2], Chisholm, finally on song, Ealand , Strauss and Thalon. Chisholm was edging up, whilst Anstiss was looking all the time for his chance, which came in a steady but determined move round the last lap, but not before Williamson had slipped bye as well: Anstiss just drove by them both on the twisty bits to take the lead. Coming up to the final chicane, they were all tightly bunched, but Anstiss held on , despite taking briefly to the grass in a dust cloud , to take his first ever FJ win , to much acclaim and excitement , from Spieker, an ever improving Chisholm, taking the drum brake class as well, Williamson and Reid. Clive Wilson took the front engined honours. New Zealander Walter Findlay in his pristine Elva -DKW in only his third ever race meeting, was ever improving, having earlier in the weekend kindly leant the car to Duncan for a few laps in practice. Bob Birrell and Graham Brown had an inexplicable coming together in the first corner, in their Brabham’s despite being six rows apart on the grid, Bob continuing after a quick pit stop to check no damage

It had been another wonderful weekend of racing and camaraderie, and now everyone is preparing for the Australian races at Calder and Philip Island, where a grid of nearer 50 Formula Juniors is expected.
