During practice and race, the following liability insurance will be provided:

Claims are excluded as far as renounced according to the Article "Liability Exclusion" of the present regulations.

In the case of claims for liability amongst competitors, drivers, passengers, car owners and registered keepers, personal damage is nevertheless only covered if caused by negligence.

2. Accident Insurance:

€30.678,- in case of accidental invalidity

All vehicles parked in the paddocks are not covered by the organisers' insurance and remain there at the

owners' own risk.

Article 5 – Protests and Appeals
Amount of the protest fee: € 500
Amount of the appeal fee set by the ASN: € 1.500
Amount of the international appeal fee (FIA): € 6.000.
All protests will be lodged in accordance with the Code. All protests must be made in writing and handed to the clerk of the course or his assistant, or in their absence any of the stewards, together with the required protest fee.

If the protest requires the dismantling and re‑assembly of different parts of a car, the claimant must make a deposit. The deposit is based on the decision of the stewards for the present case.
Competitors have the right to appeal, as laid down in Articles 15.1 to 15.4 of the Code and also as set out in the Rules of the International Court of Appeal.
